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Police Community Report — January 1212012

The past few weeks have had a number of incidents in and around the community for
us to deal with. So far this year there have been four arrests for assault, disorderly
behaviour, theft and burglary. We have also processed three drunk drivers, one that
was 3 times over the limit and one that was 2 times over the limit. Once again this
year we will continue the high profile and zero tolerance approach with the high risk
offences.

A number of traffic fines have been handed to drivers for excess speed, licence
breaches, expired registrations, failing to wear safety helmets and for driving like
idiots. We have received a number of complaints about motorbikes being ridden at
the lakefront. Motorbikes are not to be ridden around any of our reserves and traffic
fines have also been issued to some of the riders. Ignorance has been costly for the
drivers.

There are still a number of holiday makers in the area. It is important that valuables
are kept out of sight and properly secured. There are opportunist thieves in every
community and this one is no different.

We thank those who have provided information into the local drug/crime scene.
Drugs are directly linked to crime, and most burglaries one way or another are linked
to drugs. Drugs are ruining the next generation and I thank all those who are brave
enough to stand up against drugs and pass information to us. Together we can get
great results.
